The digital lottery will begin accepting entries the day before each performance from 9:00 am to 3:00 pm
starting Wednesday, August 14, for the Thursday evening performance, August 15. Fans who have been
selected will be notified daily via email and can then purchase up to four (4) tickets at $25 each.
